	Clear understanding of the project parameters.  Model includes equipment list, rules & procedures.

	Clear drawing or scale model of the athletic training room. Includes necessary areas of the training room and indentifies equipment purchased and its locations.
	Equipment list includes the description of the items, amount, and total.  Should be typed.
	Rules and procedures list created to ensure a safe and orderly environment for all athletes and athletic training staff members. At least 8 rules. 
	Presents an understanding of the material covered in class up to this point and has somewhat correlated it to the project and presentation.
